This particular performance at Cache Creek will be a unique opportunity
for Northern California audiences to see this historic Mexican group, which has managed to
thrive for over 100 years and has seen five generations of musicians.

Led by Jose “Pepe” Martinez, the current band boasts 12-members playing violin, trumpet,
vihuela, guitarron, harp and guitar, and is sure to entertain audiences of all backgrounds and
musical tastes.
