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Rock and Roll Legend John Fogerty  
Kicks Off Summer Stage Concert Series on May 21 

 

Brooks, Calif. – Rock and roll legend John Fogerty is one of the most culturally iconic performers 
in American music history. See Fogerty when he inaugurates the brand new outdoor Summer 
Stage Concert Series at Cache Creek Casino Resort on Saturday, May 21. 
 
Fogerty has the rare distinction of being named by Rolling Stone magazine as one of the 100 
Greatest Guitarists at #40, and on the list of 100 Greatest Singers at #72. Fogerty achieved fame 
as the lead singer, songwriter and guitarist for Creedence Clearwater Revival, and has since 
gone on to a chart-topping solo career. Born in Berkeley, Ca., Fogerty and his brother Tom 
organized the group that would become Creedence as the Golliwogs in the late 1950s. As 
Creedence, they released nine top-10 singles, all written by Fogerty, between 1969 and 1971. 
They also scored eight gold albums between 1968 and 1972, fueled by Fogerty's simple, driving 
rock songs and burly baritone voice. The Creedence songs “Proud Mary” and “Born on the 
Bayou” rate among the top pop and guitar songs of all time. As a solo rocker in the 1980s, he 
also performed perhaps the quintessential rock anthem of baseball with “Centerfield,” and also 
charted with the top-10 hit “The Old Man Down the Road.” 
 
The new 3,000-seat outdoor amphitheater will be an open-air entertainment experience just south 
of the casino next to the existing building. The venue will feature raised seating in an intimate, 
theatre-style configuration, ensuring excellent sightlines and sound quality for all concertgoers. 
Plus, audiences will enjoy fantastic views of the surrounding Capay Valley.
